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Who Cares About Hispanic Heritage Month?

I know for me growing up in the 60s they
portrayed Mexicans as lazy and in school they
were the Alamo murders. | remember shrinking
in my seat when Texas history was taught, and
they characterized the Mexican army as bad
people. And the Whites on the other side as

heroes. Because of those narratives, many of
us walked around with the burden of being of
Mexican descent. | remember people making
fun of my lunch of tacos. Of course, kids are
always looking to make fun of each other. Pero
when your teacher joined in, that is a lot worse,
maybe there was something wrong with us. And
when | made the mistake of responding to a
schoolmate in Spanish, | paid the price.

They marched me into the principal’s office
and gave me 5 swats with a paddle. So, what did
I learn from all this at an early age; Mexican bad,
White good. And of course, | was not the only one
to learn this early lesson. For that reason, when
our generation started having kids, teaching
our kids Spanish was not a priority. After all,
no one wants to get their children in trouble.
This led to a bunch of Mexican Americans that
can’t speak Spanish. And some of Spanish
speakers making fun of them or correcting
every word. | have dealt with this type as well.
I call them Spanish-speaking snobs, Pero
that is a whole other story. Then something
happened in the late sixties (for me) | awoke
to a growing Chicano movement. Also referred
to as El Movimimento which was inspired by

acts of the resistance in the forties and fifties
by the Pachucos. Suddenly | heard and saw
signs saying that our community had real value.
Brown is beautiful signs were at any Chicano
resistance event. And guess what | and many
others started to believe that. Maybe the
negative indoctrination that we went through
in Elementary wasn’t factual. Maybe there
was another side to the story, and we played
a positive part in it. Which leads to why |
celebrate Hispanic Heritage Month. The story
of the challenges our community endured and
overcame is a story | am proud of. It is a story |
shared with my family and with young people
during the Rites of Passage program | facilitated.
And one phrase stands out to me from them “I
never knew that” Which is why | still tell those
stories in our publication or in person when
invited to. After all, how can you be proud of a
history you know nothing of? That is a history |
am proud as an American of Mexican descent.
Our story continues, and with your help, it can
only get better.

Courtesy of NPR What exactly is voter
intimidation?

It can take many forms, but Morales-Doyle
says voter intimidation is “any action that
intimidates voters and scares them away
from, or has the potential to scare them
away from, exercising their constitutional
right to vote.”

When people think of voter intimidation,
they may think of in-person tactics, like
someone standing inside or outside polling
places. This type of behavior can be overtly
threatening or just meant to make voters
uncomfortable by being near them and
talking to them, Morales-Doyle said.

“In some states, there’s a process for
voters to challenge other voters’ eligibility,
and if someone were doing that, they could
do it in an intimidating way,” he said.

“There’s also intimidation outside of
the polls. And we’ve seen, for instance, in
Arizona in recent weeks, people surveilling
drop boxes, videotaping. People taking
pictures of their license plates.”

Voter intimidation can also take place
ahead of people getting to the polls or the
ballot drop box. Robocalls, mailers and flyers
can also be considered voter intimidation
depending on the message being sent.

But it doesn’t matter what form it takes
when it comes to the law.

“The law against voter intimidation
doesn’t specify specific conduct that is
illegal. It specifies that intimidating voters is
illegal,” Morales-Doyle said. “And so really,
whatever form it might take, if the result is
that a person feels uncomfortable exercising
their right to vote, then it violates the law
against voter intimidation.”

What are the protections?

There are many laws that protect against
voter intimidation. At the federal level,
there’s the Voting Rights Act, and others
that go back to 1871.

Each of the federal laws act in slightly
different ways from one another, Morales-
Doyle said, but they all make clear that voter
intimidation is a crime. Voter intimidation
can result in civil lawsuits and also be
prosecuted by the Department of Justice.

States also have their own laws. Some
of the state rules are about how elections
are conducted and end up helping protect

against the possibility of intimidation,
Morales-Doyle said.

What'’s different from 2020?

While voter intimidation is always illegal
and a concern during election season, there
are some differences in 2022 from the
presidential election in 2020. A lot of the
differences stem from the disinformation
and false claims that the 2020 election was
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stolen, Morales-Doyle said.

“Now there are people who are actively
organizing on the basis of those lies to try
to turn people out, to engage in conduct
that is either intimidating or runs the risk
of becoming intimidating,” Morales-Doyle
said.

There are also concerns about political
violence around the midterm elections,
especially after the Jan. 6 Capitol attacks in
2021.

While concerns are real, most people will

have a good voting experience

Morales-Doyle said he expects the vast
majority of voters will not experience
intimidation but will have a normal, and
hopefully pleasant, time voting.

“l want to be careful to say that | think
there’s reason to be concerned that we
might see more of this bad behavior in 2022
than in the past, and there’s reason to think
that it might look a little different than it has
in the past,” he said. “But by and large, it’s
not going to impact the voting experiences
of most people, and that people should go
vote with confidence.”

If you experience intimidation, there are
actions you can take, both at your polling
place and elsewhere. You can report

intimidation to the poll workers and election
officials where you’re voting, and you can
call the national election protection hotline
at 866-OUR-VOTE or 866-687-8683.

Trump’s oft-repeated commitment
to “carry out the largest deportation
operation in American history” would
be disastrous for California agriculture
and the nation.

The MAGA-inspired Trump campaign is
jam-packed with rhetoric about freedom,
greatness, and family values. In practice,
it commits a formerly conservative
Republican party to increased government
intrusion into business, community, and
family life. One need look no further than
the nation’s agricultural sector to see
where this agenda leads, with California a
case in point.

The Golden State produces about one-
third of all the vegetables and three-
quarters of all the fruit and nuts grown in
the U.S., totaling some $58 billion each
year. Many of the workers who make this

possible are undocumented. In California,
the estimates are around half of the
workforce or about 400,000 individuals.

Trump’s oft-repeated commitment to
“carry out the largest deportation operation
in American history,” a central part of the
bizarre policy framework presented in the
Republican Party platform and the closely-
linked Project 2025 blueprint that offers
detailed guidance for a second Trump-
led administration, would therefore be
disastrous for California agriculture and the
nation, spurring price hikes in supermarkets
across the country.And it gets worse.

Trump’s plan doesn’t just hurt
undocumented farmworkers and hundreds
of thousands of their family members. It
also seriously threatens local employers,
given that most of these workers are
longtime community members and
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essential employees who cannot be easily
replaced.

Productivity in the agricultural industry
requiresexperience. Theindustryworkforce
does not simply include field workers but,
also, supervisors, production managers,
packing house workers, technicians, truck
drivers, and warehouse workers.

It also requires commitment to hard
work. Given that at least four out of five
undocumented farmworkers plan to keep
on working in agriculture for 5+ years, why
deport them when labor shortages have
been a constant challenge for the industry
for at least two decades?And yes, it gets
worse.

The MAGA-induced disruption to
agribusiness would erode the local tax
base and financial viability of hundreds of
California communities where agriculture
is the major industry. Fragile healthcare
networks and local school districts would
be among the most impacted.

Researchers looking at how ICE
enforcement targeting undocumented
immigrants has affected local community
life have invariably seen ripple effects
where legal Latino residents and citizens
also hunkered down in response to the
climate of fear.

And yet Project 2025 looks to take things
further, reshaping US agricultural policy by
proposing to cap and phase out the H-2A
program, which provides visas for seasonal



agricultural workers, even as deportation
of hundreds of thousands of current
immigrant farmworkers is underway.

Project 2025’s authors argue such
measures would encourage producers
to hire more “Americans.” In reality, they
would create a perfect storm of economic
hardship for California and other major
agricultural states.

If Trump and his allies were genuinely
interested in supporting US producers,
they would look squarely at the bona fide
challenges and opportunities that exist
and develop plans to address these. That
would entail such things as the need to
secure an adequate water supply, as well
as investment opportunities in developing
technologies.

For example, serious planners suggest
that, with farm production unit size
increasing, Al and other information
technology improvements may be more
important than improving harvesting
machine technology, that applied genetic
research yields dramatic improvements,
and that drones might supplement or
replace expensive crop-dusting.

Instead, Project 2025’s authors are
targeting the SNAP (Food Stamp) program
that helps about 22 million U.S. households
eat better. And they want to cut school

meal programs that serve about 29 million
children and their families every day.
A better plan would be to expand both
programs to allow schools to procure more
fresh ingredients and further improve meal
quality—a win-win for both hungry children
and for agriculture.So, what should voters
look for in lieu of the free-floating and ill-
advised legal minutiae proposed by Project
2025's armchair experts?

To effectively support agriculture and
other major states where there is labor-
intensive agricultural production (such as
Florida, Washington, Oregon, and Arizona),
a new administration will need to listen
carefully to organizations such as the
Western Growers. They will need to talk
with the California Farm Labor Contractors
Association—since a large proportion of
farm labor is actually contracted. They will
need to talk with production managers
at both large and small farms about the
specific sorts of technological innovation
they actually need.And yes, they will need
to talk with farmworkers themselves, and
with the organizations that represent them,
such as the United Farm Workers (UFW)
and the Coalition of Immokalee Workers,
which has seen remarkable success in
collaborative efforts with growers such as
their Fair Food Program.

It shouldn’t be surprising that in a nation
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with a population of 340 million and a
$29 trillion economy, simple solutions are
hard to find. Respect for diverse interests
and opinions, the underlying premise
of democracy, is not a luxury. Practically
speaking, it is essential as the basis for
policies that will actually address real-
world problems.

The MAGA/Trump/Project 2025 agenda
cannot actually help rural agricultural
communities grow stronger because its
ideologically crafted schemes —which seem
more bent on promoting White supremacy
and Christian nationalism —make itimmune
to common sense and the day-to-day life in
diverse communities across the U.S.

The sad irony is that if the MAGA-inspired
Trump agenda succeeds, everyone will
suffer.

Puede tomar muchas formas, pero Morales-
Doyle dice que la intimidacién al votante es
“cualquier accién que intimide a los votantes
y los ahuyente, o tiene el potencial de
asustarlos para que no ejerzan su derecho
constitucional al voto”.

Cuando las personas piensan en |la
intimidacién de los votantes, pueden pensar
en tacticas en persona, como alguien parado
dentro o fuera de los lugares de votacidn.
Este tipo de comportamiento puede ser
abiertamente amenazante o simplemente
tener la intencién de hacer que los votantes
se sientan incdbmodos al estar cerca de ellos y
hablar con ellos, dijo Morales-Doyle.

“En algunos estados, hay un proceso para
que los votantes impugnen la elegibilidad
de otros votantes, y si alguien estuviera
haciendo eso, podria hacerlo de una manera
intimidante”, dijo.

“También hay intimidacién fuera de las
urnas. Y hemos visto, por ejemplo, en Arizona
en las Ultimas semanas, a personas vigilando
buzones, grabando en video.

“La ley contra la intimidacidon de votantes
no especifica conductas especificas que
sean ilegales. Especifica que intimidar a los
votantes es ilegal”, dijo Morales-Doyle. “Y
asi, realmente, cualquiera que sea la forma
que pueda tomar, si el resultado es que una
persona se siente incomoda ejerciendo su
derecho al voto, entonces viola la ley contra
la intimidacién de los votantes”.

¢Cuales son las protecciones?

Hay muchas leyes que protegen contra la
intimidacidn de los votantes. A nivel federal,
estd la Ley de Derechos Electorales y otras
gue se remontan a 1871.

Cada una de las leyes federales actia de
maneras ligeramente diferentes entre si, dijo
Morales-Doyle, pero todas dejan en claro que
la intimidacién de los votantes es un delito. La
intimidacion de los votantes puede dar lugar
a demandas civiles y también ser procesada
por el Departamento de Justicia.

Los estados también tienen sus propias
leyes. Algunas de las reglas estatales se
refieren a como se llevan a cabo las elecciones
y terminan ayudando a proteger contra la
posibilidad de intimidacién, dijo Morales-
Doyle.

¢En qué se diferencia de 2020?

Si bien la intimidacién de los votantes
siempre es ilegal y una preocupacién
durante la temporada electoral, existen
algunas diferencias en 2022 con respecto
a las elecciones presidenciales de 2020.
Muchas de las diferencias se derivan de la
desinformacién y las afirmaciones falsas de
que las elecciones de 2020 fueron robadas,

September 11

dijo Morales-Doyle.

“Ahora hay personas que se estan
organizando activamente sobre la base de
esas mentiras para tratar de expulsar a la
gente, para que participen en conductas
qgue son intimidantes o corren el riesgo de
convertirse en intimidantes”, dijo Morales-
Doyle.

También hay preocupaciones sobre la
violencia politica en torno a las elecciones
de mitad de periodo, especialmente después
de los ataques al Capitolio del 6 de enero en
2021.

Si bien las preocupaciones son reales, la
mayoria de las personas tendran una buena

“Quiero tener cuidado de decir que creo
que hay motivos para preocuparse de que
podamosvermdsdeestemalcomportamiento
en 2022 que en el pasado, y hay motivos para
pensar que podria ser un poco diferente de
lo que ha sido en el pasado”, dijo. “Pero en
general, no va a afectar las experiencias de
votacion de la mayoria de las personas, y esa
gente deberia ir a votar con confianza”.

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LA RETORICA DEL MAGA Y EL PROYECT0 2025 SON UNA
AMENAZA PARA LA AGRICULTURA ESTADOUNIDENSE

El compromiso tantas veces repetido
de Trump de “llevar a cabo la operacion
de deportacion mds grande en la historia
de Estados Unidos” seria desastroso para
la agricultura de California y la nacion.

La campafiia de Trump inspirada en MAGA
esta repleta de retdrica sobre la libertad,
la grandeza y los valores familiares. En
la practica, compromete a un partido
republicano anteriormente conservador a
una mayor intrusién gubernamental en los
negocios, la comunidad y la vida familiar.

No hace falta mirar mas alla del sector
agricola del pais para ver hacia dénde
conduce esta agenda, con California como
ejemplo de ello.

California produce alrededor de un tercio
de todas las verduras y tres cuartas partes
de todas las frutas y nueces cultivadas en

los EE. UU., por un total de unos 58 mil
millones de dodlares cada afio. Muchos de
los trabajadores que hacen esto posible
son indocumentados. En California, las
estimaciones son alrededor de la mitad de
la fuerza laboral o alrededor de 400.000
personas.

Por lo tanto, la promesa tantas veces
repetida de Trump de “llevar a cabo la
operacion de deportacion mds grande
en la historia de Estados Unidos”,
una parte central del extrafio marco
politico establecido en la plataforma del
Partido Republicano y el Proyecto 2025,
estrechamente vinculado, que ofrece
orientacién detallada para un segundo
mandato de Trump, seria desastroso para
la agricultura de California y la nacién,
provocando aumentos de precios en los
supermercados de todo el pais.

Y se pone peor.

El plan de Trump no sélo perjudica a los
trabajadores agricolas indocumentados
y a cientos de miles de sus familiares.
También amenaza seriamente a los
empleadores locales, dado que la mayoria
de estos trabajadores son miembros de la
comunidad desde hace mucho tiempo y
empleados esenciales que no pueden ser
reemplazados facilmente.

La productividad en la industria agricola
requiere experiencia. La fuerza laboral
de la industria no incluye simplemente a
los trabajadores de campo sino también
a supervisores, gerentes de produccion,
trabajadores de empacadoras, técnicos,
camioneros y trabajadores de almacén.

También requiere compromiso con el
trabajo duro. Dado que al menos cuatro
de cada cinco trabajadores agricolas
indocumentados planean seguirtrabajando
en la agricultura durante mas de cinco afios,
épor qué deportarlos cuando la escasez de
mano de obra ha sido un desafio constante
para la industria durante al menos dos
décadas?

Y si, empeora.

La interrupcion de la agroindustria
inducida por el MAGA erosionaria la base
impositiva local y la viabilidad financiera
de cientos de comunidades de California
dondelaagricultura eslaindustria principal.
Las fragiles redes de atencién médica y los
distritos escolares locales estarian entre los
mas afectados.



Los investigadores que analizan cémo
la aplicaciéon de la ley por parte de ICE
dirigida a inmigrantes indocumentados ha
afectado la vida de la comunidad local han
visto invariablemente efectos en cadena
donde los residentes y ciudadanos latinos
legales también se refugiaron en respuesta
al clima de miedo.

Y, sin embargo, el Proyecto 2025 busca ir
mas alla, remodelando la politica agricola
estadounidense al proponer limitar y
eliminar gradualmente el programa H-2A,
gue proporciona visas para trabajadores
agricolas estacionales, incluso cuando esta
en marcha la deportacién de cientos de
miles de trabajadores agricolas inmigrantes
actuales.

Los autores del Proyecto 2025
sostienen que tales medidas alentarian
a los productores a contratar mas
“estadounidenses”. En realidad, crearian
una tormenta perfecta de dificultades
econdmicas para California y otros estados
agricolas importantes.

Si Trump y sus aliados estuvieran
genuinamente interesados en apoyar a los
productores estadounidenses, mirarian
directamente los desafios y oportunidades
genuinos que existen y desarrollarian
planes para abordarlos. Esto implicaria
cosas como la necesidad de asegurar un
suministro adecuado de agua, asi como
oportunidades de inversién en tecnologias
en desarrollo.

Por ejemplo, los planificadores serios
sugieren que, con el aumento del tamafio
de las unidades de produccion agricola, la
IA y otras mejoras en la tecnologia de la
informacidn pueden ser mas importantes
que mejorar la tecnologia de las maquinas
cosechadoras, que la investigacion genética

aplicada produce mejoras dramaticas y
que los drones podrian complementar o
reemplazar las costosas fumigaciones de
cultivos.

En cambio, los autores del Proyecto 2025
se centran en el programa SNAP (Cupones
para Alimentos) que ayuda a unos 22
millones de hogares estadounidenses
a comer mejor. Y quieren recortar los
programas de comidas escolares que sirven
a unos 29 millones de nifios y sus familias
todos los dias. Un mejor plan seria ampliar
ambos programas para permitir que las
escuelas adquieran mas ingredientes
frescos y mejoren ain mas la calidad de
las comidas, lo que beneficiaria tanto a los
niflos hambrientos como a la agricultura.

Entonces, équé deberian buscar los
votantes en lugar de las minucias legales
desacertadas y flotantes propuestas por
los expertos del Proyecto 20257

Para apoyar eficazmente la agricultura y
otros estados importantes donde hay una
produccién agricola intensiva en mano de
obra (como Florida, Washington, Oregén
y Arizona), una nueva administracion
necesitard escuchar atentamente a
organizaciones como Western Growers.
Tendran que hablar con la Asociacién
de Contratistas de Trabajo Agricola de
California, ya que una gran proporcién de
la mano de obra agricola en realidad es
contratada. Tendran que hablar con los
gerentes de produccién tanto de las granjas
grandes como de las pequeias sobre los
tipos especificos de innovacién tecnoldgica
gue realmente necesitan.

Y si, necesitaran hablar con los

propios trabajadores agricolas y con las
organizaciones que los representan, como
United Farm Workers (UFW) y la Coalicién
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de Trabajadores de Immokalee, que ha
tenido un éxito notable en esfuerzos de
colaboracién con productores como su Fair
Programa de Alimentacion.

No deberia sorprender que en una
nacién con una poblacién de 340 millones
y una economia de 29 billones de ddlares,
sea dificil encontrar soluciones simples.
El respeto por los diversos intereses y
opiniones, premisa subyacente de Ia
democracia, no es un lujo. En la practica,
es esencial como base para politicas que
realmente aborden los problemas del
mundo real.

La agenda MAGA/Trump/Proyecto
2025 en realidad no puede ayudar a
que las comunidades agricolas rurales
se fortalezcan porque sus esquemas
ideoldégicamente elaborados —que parecen
mas orientados a promover la supremacia
blanca y el nacionalismo cristiano— la
hacen inmune al sentido comun y a la vida
cotidiana en diversos paises. comunidades
en todo EE. UU.

La triste ironia es que si la agenda de
Trump inspirada en el MAGA tiene éxito,
todos sufriremos.

A menudo digo que soy un chicano
sobrante, ganando popularidad ahora
esta el nuevo sello Latinx. A muchos en la
comunidad mexicana les gusta reclamar
una ascendencia de Espafia. Supongo
que piensan que es mas genial que ser
un simple mexicano. Lo que nos lleva a
otra pregunta, épor qué algunas personas
se alejan de la herencia mexicana? ¢Es
porque la mayoria de la raza aqui es de
ascendencia mexicana? ¢(Y simplemente
quieres ser diferente o es porque
prefieres ser de ascendencia europea?

Sé que para mi, al crecer en los afios 60,
retrataban a los mexicanos como perezosos

y en la escuela eran los asesinatos de El
Alamo. Recuerdo que me encogi en mi
asiento cuando me ensefaron historia de
Texas, y caracterizaron al ejército mexicano
como mala gente. Y los blancos, del otro
lado, como héroes. Debido aesas narrativas,
muchos de nosotros caminamos con la
carga de ser descendientes de mexicanos.
Recuerdo que la gente se burlaba de mi
almuerzo de tacos. Por supuesto, los nifios
siempre buscan burlarse unos de otros.
Pero cuando tu maestro se unid, eso es
mucho peor, tal vez habia algo mal con
nosotros. Y cuando cometi el error de
responderle a un compafiero de escuela en
espanol, pagué el precio.

Me llevaron a la oficina del director y me
dieron 5 golpes con una paleta. Entonces,
équé aprendi de todo esto a una edad
temprana; Mexicano malo, blanco bueno.

También conocido como El
Movimimento, que se inspird en los actos
de resistencia de los pachucos en los afios
cuarenta y cincuenta. De repente escuché
y Vi carteles que decian que nuestra
comunidad tenia un valor real. Brown is
beautiful carteles estaban en cualquier
evento de resistencia chicana. Y adivinen
qué, yo y muchos otros empezamos a creer
eso. Tal vez el adoctrinamiento negativo
por el que pasamos en la primaria no era
real. Tal vez habia otro lado de la historia,
y jugamos un papel positivo en ello. Lo
que me lleva a la razén por la que celebro
el Mes de la Herencia Hispana. La historia
de los desafios que nuestra comunidad
soportd y superé es una historia de la
que estoy orgulloso. Es una historia que
comparti con mi familia y con los jovenes
durante el programa de Ritos de Paso que
facilité. Y hay una frase que me llama la
atencién de ellos: “Nunca supe eso”, por
eso sigo contando esas historias en nuestra
publicacién o en persona cuando me invitan
a ello. Después de todo, éicdmo puedes
estar orgulloso de una historia de la que no
sabes nada? Esa es una historia de la que
me siento orgulloso como estadounidense
de ascendencia mexicana. Nuestra historia
continla y, con su ayuda, solo puede
mejorar.

and hypertension. These conditions are
not just medical; they are social and deeply
connected to factors like the availability
of safe public spaces, nutritious food, and
clean drinking water.
